Drop-Off and Pick-Up 
St. John Lutheran Church is located at 1700 Lost Dauphin Road, De Pere (on the corner of Lost Dauphin and 
Scheuring Roads).  Please enter through the main doors and bring your child to his/her classroom daily.  On the 
first day, a helper will direct you to the classroom where your child will start his/her morning.  At your child’s 
classroom, his/her group guide will have you sign your child in. 
 
Please arrive a little before noon to pick up your child.  At that time, we will be ending the day with songs in the 
fellowship hall downstairs.  You must sign your child out with your child’s group guide daily!!!  We appreciate 
your cooperation with the sign-in/sign-out process because safety is a priority! 
  

What to Bring/What NOT to Bring! 
Please fill out and bring the enclosed health form for each child (also available for download on the St. John 
website).  If you have not done so already, you will also need to fill out the VBS registration form for your child 
so that we have emergency numbers and allergies on file.  We will have extras of these forms at the registration 
table on Monday morning. 
 
Please send a backpack with your child to VBS in order to transport projects home safely.   
 
We are asking parents to send one 64-ounce container of juice (Hi-C, Gatorade, Juicy Juice, etc.) per child to 
VBS at the beginning of the week.  Thanks so much for your help...this will be used for the kids’ snacks 
throughout the week! 
 
On the first day of VBS, your child will receive a colored t-shirt.  It is important that your child wear this t-shirt 
to VBS every day, so that we can easily keep your child with his/her group!   
 
For those children staying for “Afternoon Jr. DayCamp Plus” (until 3:00pm Monday through Thursday), please 
bring a bag lunch (will be refrigerated until lunchtime).

Drop-Off and Pick-Up 
St. John Lutheran Church is located at 1700 Lost Dauphin Road, De Pere.  Please enter through the main doors 
and follow the signs to Crossways Day Camp in the GREAT room.  You must sign your child in to Day Camp 
every morning.   
 
Each day will close with worship at 2:30 Monday – Thursday and 11:30 on Friday.  You are invited to attend 
these worship services!  The children will be able to leave after worship: 3:00 Monday – Thursday and 12:00 
noon on Friday.  You must sign your child out of Day Camp every day in the GREAT room.  If someone else 
will be picking up or dropping off your child, we will need prior permission from you to release the child.  We 
appreciate your cooperation with the sign-in process because safety is a priority! 
  

What to Bring/What NOT to Bring! 
On the first day of DayCamp, please fill out the health form that is being mailed to you (or you can download a 
copy of this form on the website at www.stjohndepere.com).   
 
Please bring a bag lunch to Day Camp Monday – Thursday (will be refrigerated until lunchtime).  
 
Make sure that your child doesn’t bring anything with him/her to Day Camp (ie. stuffed animals, money, toys, 
games, mp3 players, cell phones, etc.).  We don’t want the kids to lose or be distracted by anything while 
attending Day Camp!   
 
We are asking parents to send one 64-ounce container of juice (Hi-C, Gatorade, Juicy Juice, etc.) per child to 
DayCamp at the beginning of the week.  Thanks so much for your help...this will be used for the kids’ snacks 
throughout the week! 
 
One afternoon (probably Thursday?), we’ll have our water day where we’ll ask the kids to bring their swimsuits 
and towels.  We’ll send a note home the evening before letting you know to pack them for the next day.
